Discusses 
what it means to be part of a family and examines some feelings 
that adopted children may have.  
 



Rosenberg, Liz.  We Wanted You.  2002.  Parents tell how they 
waited and prepared for the child that they wanted so much.  
 
Sansone, Adele.  The Little Green Goose.  1999.  Mr. Goose finds an 
abandoned egg, hatches it, and raises a peculiar green-skinned 
long-tailed chick, who worries about his identity but comes to 
recognize that he has a loving parent. 
 
Say, Allen.  Allison.  1997.  When Allison realizes that she looks 
more like her favorite doll than like her parents, she comes to 
terms with this unwelcome discovery through the help of a stray 
cat. 
 
Thomas, Eliza.  The Red Blanket.  2004.  Tells the story of a 
single woman who goes to China to adopt a baby. 
 
Wynne-Jones, Tim.  The Boat in the Tree.  2007.  Having dreamed of 
sailing to Bongadongo since the day his younger brother was 
adopted, a boy finally has his means of escape but cannot make use 
of it without his brother's help. 
 
Young, Ed.  My Mei Mei.  2006.  Antonia gets her wish when her 
parents return to China to bring home a Mei Mei, or younger sister, 
for her.
